STUDENT PREPARATION

No advance preparation is necessary, but a smile!never hurts at an audition. Students should be ready to come and have a good
time! Please remember that everyone must stay the entire two hours of the audition.

REHEARSAL SCHEDULE

The normal rehearsal schedule is two 2'hour sessions per day. The audition is scheduled as the first session of the first day.

Everyone is required to be present for the entire 2'hour audition. Due to time constraints, anyone missing the initial audition will not
be considered in the casting of the show.

ASSISTANT DIRECTORS

During the audition, four to six Assistant Directors (ADs), ages ten and older, are selected to help teach and direct the show early in
the week as well as take on technical responsibilities at performance time. Their logistical help and creative ideas are a vital part of
MCTOs process, and the experience of the ADs can be just as valuable as that of any cast member. They are normally older
students who do take part in the audition session. It is a common misconception that junior high and high school students only can
be involved in an AD capacity. Please note that there are roles in the show designed for older students as well.
